She and Norris filled us in on a little SE Chapter History

“The chapter was formed when we were all driving Limiteds, back in 1989 or 1990. We met at the River Ranch RV Park, about 40 or 50 coaches showed up and we formed the SE chapter of Limiteds. Jerry Brussell was the first president. We had a lot of fun together.  We spent a lot of time visiting the factory in Indiana, just camped out in their backyard, and the service people were always wonderful to us. At that time we had some problems with the coaches built in the 80’s with ‘sides splitting’. The factory people totally rebuilt and repaired our coaches. They even helped with the motel bill for the work that took about a week to finish.

Then the factory introduced the Eagle.  Lots of the Limited coach owners bought the new Eagles and we changed our name to include them- we became the American Coach Club. The club grew tremendously. About 1992 Jerry wanted to retire as President and Della became the second president of the group, this all took place at a rally at the Twin Creeks RV Park in Gatlinburg, TN. We decided that this would be a great place for the next year’s rally. We organized it and had a great time visiting Dollywood Park, the Stampede and Pigeon Forge. We put up a large tent for meals and had a 5-day rally.

Some other rally parks that we enjoyed were the grand opening of Bob Johnson’s RV Park. Bob put on a good show for us at his new facility. We also had a rally at the Vacation Inn RV Park in West Palm. Della remained president for a few years and then decided to retire. She was followed by Mike Kidder.”
