Spartan Chassis Steering Recall

Spartan has a recall that I suspect will affect a 

large number of our 2006 through 2011 

coaches.  I speak from personal experience, 

our coach fell into the window.   We had our 

coach inspected by a Spartan authorized 

facility last May, there was no damage 

identified.  I had not heard anything since the 

inspection.  Fast forward to July and I called 

Spartan to find out our coach’s recall status.  I 

found out that the fix is available, and our 

coach was recalled.  Spartan was very helpful 

in providing us a recommended service facility 

and we have had the necessary work 

performed.  If your coach falls into the dates (or 

close), I recommend you call Spartan at  

(800)543-4277.  Have your V.I.N. number 

ready, it is posted on the Spartan decal beside 

the driver’s seat.  (Don't confuse this with the 

F.I.N. – Fleetwood Identification).    Spartan is 

allotting 3.5 hours for repair completion and 

has a list of facilities authorized to perform the 

task.
